The source identifying James as the father of George is the notarial record of the sale of Lot 
16 Cote Ste Angelique. It is recorded that one of the owners of neighbouring Lot 15 is George 
Pollock, "son of James." It is well documented elsewhere that the George on Lot 15 is the 
George married to Mary Jane and the father of John, William, and James.

The text of Quebec Land Record 2532 (1867) regarding the Indebtedness to the Seigneur by 
George Pollock and John Pollock who jointly held Lot 15, identifies George as the uncle of 
John. There is evidence that this John is "Little John" son of "Red" John Pollock and Martha 
Pollock. The uncle connection could be through father to father, father to mother, mother to 
father or mother to mother. DNA testing may help in solving this riddle.

 
Birth Notes: 
The 1851 census enumerator recorded, in addition to age at next birthday, the month and day 
of  birth, something that was not required nor often done. George's birth date was recorded as 
15 March. His age at next birthday,which would be March 15, 1852,  is recorded as 51, 
making his birth year as 1801. The next three censuses records and the tombstone inscription 
all agree with 1801 being the year of birth.

 
Death Notes: 
The death of George was entered in the 1890 church record even though the death occured in 
February 1891
 



Notes for Alice Johnston:
This Alice Johnston is assumed to be the Alice Johnston, wife of William Pollock, based on:

Generation 2 (con't)
The 1851 census normally recorded the maiden name of married women. This was also the 
case for church records of the mother's name for births.  In all instances Mary Jane's last 
name is recorded as Pollock.  Therefore it is believe that Pollock was her maiden name.

 
Birth Notes: 
The 1851 census enumerator recorded, in addition to age at next birthday, the month and day 
of  birth, something that was not required nor often done. Mary Jane's birth date was recorded 
as 1 February. Her age at next birthday,which would be Feb 1, 1852,  is recorded as 44. This 
would place her birth date as 1 February. Ages given at the succeeding three censuses agree 
with this date plus or minus one year, so the most likely date of birth is 1 February 1807. Her 
age at death of 75 years as of August 1882 supports this date.

His death in 1914 is reported in the 
Lachute Watchman but no place of burial is given. Family lore places it in the Mille 
Presbyterian Cemetery but there is no marker and no cemetery or church record supporting 
this.

Notes for Jane Riddle:
The 1851 census shows Jane born in Canada but all subsequent census show birth place as 
Ireland, The 1901 census records birth date, place of birth and date of arrival in Canada, all 
supporting the birth in Ireland.
